Almost
all of the water on Earth, more than 97 percent of it, is seawater in the oceans. Therest is called fresh water, because it does not
have a high salt content. Most of the world' s fresh water is frozen solid in large glaciers in Antarctica and Greenland. Almost all of
the fresh water that is available for human useis either contained in soil and rock below the surface, called groundwater, or in
rivers and lakes.
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
