synmor ph (syn'-morph). A smooth trough-shaped part of an undulatory thrust fault. It does not reflect warping or deformation of
aonce-planar fault surface. It istypically covered by erosional remnants of the upper plate (Kopf, 1982). Cf: antimorph.
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
