1. Does female X2 follow the same path on her return trip from Mexico as she did on her way south?  Describe how her flight paths were the same and/or different.

2. Does male X3 follow the same path on his return trip from Mexico as he did on his way south? Describe how her flight paths were the same and/or different.

3. For each of your graphs (both X2 and X3), take a straightedge and pencil and draw in what would have been the shortest route between nests.  Which bird seemed to take the most direct flight to Mexico?  Which bird took the most direct flight back home to Oregon?  Please explain your answers.    

4. In both the southern and northern migrations, the female Osprey X2 leaves before the male X3.  What reasons can you think of that might explain this pattern?  

5. After living together at the same nest for several months, why do you think that Osprey mates migrate to different locations? 

6.  Imagine that you were a scientist, and were asked to write a speech about the migration patterns of Osprey mates.  What are the main things – the most important information you now know about X2 and X3 – that you would want to include in your speech?
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
